December 25, by Rev. E. Bushnell, Henry House and Miss Lucy Woodford, daughter of Zera Woodford.  At the same time, by the same, Daniel Mackey and Miss Sarah Woodford, sister of the  bride above named.





Zerah died of consumption as well as three of his children.





In the "History of Sandusky County and Representative Citizens" under the title "Schools" is written the following:


     The first schoolhouse stood on Section 16 near the site of the town house, about 1845.  It was a log house with puncheon seats and desks.  The schools in those days were kept three months in the year only and supported mainly by subscription, the teacher "boarding round."  The township was sparsely settled, and much of the time during the school months, which were December, January and February, the road to the school was covered with water, rendering it difficult for children to get to school.  The second schoolhouse was known as the Faust Schoolhouse.  Caroline Camp was probably the first teacher, teaching several terms.  Z. Woodward (?) was also an early teacher in the southern part of the township. 





     The Father of Sarah Karshner is John Karshner.  He was born in Pennsylvania, and married Christine Drum.  They had three children namely; Magdalena, married to George Broomley, who lives in Indiana, and died in 1890; Sarah, and Daniel.  John and his wife lived in Pennsylvania for several years after their marriage, then moved to Tarlton, Pickaway County, Ohio, and from there to Riley township, Sandusky county, where he settled and bought 480 acres of land.  Indians were numerous at that time, and the country was new.  He worked hard, cleared the land, and wrought out a home from the wilderness.  He was a Whig in politics, and a member of the Lutheran Church. (From Commemorative Biographical Record of Sandusky County)�






WILLIAM WOODFORD (Sylvester, Isaac)





was only a little more than three years old, when taken to Vienna Township, Trumbull County, Ohio, and was placed in the family of a relative, where he was reared and educated, working a part of each year on a farm to the age of 18, when he commenced teaching school.  He followed this vocation one year in Ohio, taught one year more in Mercer County, Pennsylvania, then went to Kentucky, where he continued teaching school for eleven years.  He engaged in general farming.  In 1861 he came to Riley Township, Sandusky County, Ohio.





He married Rachel Gibbs b. October 15, 1832.  They had five children;
